Matthew Hickey(who set up
the security company Hacker House) said, “The attack is not surprising. It shows that many organizations do
not use updates {595} fast enough.  According to a survey, nearly half of the people said, “ We are not
satisfied with the way software updates work. ™

cat and mouse game will continue forever . The best choice for most users is to take care online and always
install {2745 software updates.
