The scientists - are hopeful that this method could unlock new ways to produce food using less physical
space and energy than traditional agriculture — including, perhaps, crops that can grow in the dark.

While other scientists doubt if it will ever be possible to redesign plant biology so completely, they are

excited by the technology the researchers have invented and the team's out - of - the - box idea about how to
make food production more efficient.
