NFTs are based on a technology called blockchain, which is also used with digital currencies (f2M) .An
NFT can be connected to a piece of digital art or other things in digital form.The NFT is meant to provide proof

(UEBH)  that the digital objects are real. Anyone can see the work, but only the buyer owns it.

"We're trying to build a bridge between the NFT world and the fine art world, ™ said Florian Picasso.

The artist's family keep images of the piece mostly private. They are only showing a small part of the work.It
is a ceramic piece, the size of a large bowl.The parts that have been shown have a thick yellow line and areas of
green.There is also the number 58 at the base.Marina Picasso says the piece is from October 1958, when she was a
child. "It's joyful, happy, " she said. "It represents life...It's one of those objects that have been part of our life."

Sotheby's is an international company known for selling artworks.It is having an auction ($132) in July for
the Picasso work which will include an NFT and the ceramic bowl.Over 1, 000 other NFTs will be sold online
through the Nifty Gateway and Origin Protocol websites.Some of the money from the sales will be donated.

Florian Picasso said the family agreed on the colorful ceramic piece because it was "a fun one" to start.The
family and its business managers say the purpose is to create a younger community of Picasso fans.
